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GDPR & Privacy Policy
Aims
The General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) replaces previous Data Protection Directives. Approved by the EU Parliament in 2016, it came into effect on 25th May 2018.
GDPR mandates that personal data must be:
· Processed fairly and lawfully;
· Collected for specified, explicit, and legitimate purposes;
· Processed only with the individual’s explicit knowledge and consent.
Rossendale Drum Majorettes is committed to upholding the rights and freedoms of individuals regarding the processing of personal data, including that of children, parents, visitors, and staff.
The Data Protection Act gives individuals the right to know what information is held about them and ensures that personal information is handled properly. Rossendale Drum Majorettes is committed to protecting personal information, including that of members and their designated next of kin.
Data Protection Principles
Under GDPR, personal information must be:
· Used fairly and lawfully;
· Used for limited, specifically stated purposes;
· Used in a way that is adequate, relevant, and not excessive;
· Accurate and up to date;
· Kept no longer than necessary;
· Stored safely and securely;
· Not transferred outside the European Economic Area without adequate protection.
What Personal Data Does Rossendale Drum Majorettes Collect?
We routinely collect:
· Name
· Address
· Contact details (phone, email)
· Health conditions
· Current medication
· Allergies
· Emergency contact information
· Gender
This data is collected directly from members via our emergency contact information sheet upon joining.
Additional data may include:
· DBS checks (for committee members, with consent)
· Photos, videos, and audio clips from events and training used on our 
· Facebook page: RDMajorettes 
· Instagram: rossendale_drum_majorettes 
· Tiktok : rdmajorettes 
· as well as marketing materials and the website https://rdmajorettes.co.uk/
Purpose of Collecting Personal Data
We use personal data for:
· Membership administration
· Communicating information
· Organising events
· Emergency purposes (shared with medical/security personnel if needed)
Who Is Your Data Shared With?
· Your data is shared only with the Rossendale Drum Majorettes Senior Committee.
· We do not disclose your personal data to any external parties.
Source of the Data
Data is provided directly by members when:
· Joining Rossendale Drum Majorettes;
· Giving consent for use of images/audio on our platforms.
Members provide written consent for any photo/video/audio material to be used publicly.
Data Storage
· Digital data: Stored securely on password-protected computers.
· Written records: Kept at 3 Ashworth Rd, Rossendale, BB4 9JE.
· Remote storage, if applicable, is EU-based and GDPR-compliant.

Compliance Responsibilities
· We are not required to appoint a statutory Data Protection Officer.
· The Director is responsible for ensuring GDPR compliance.
Access to Your Data
Only management committee members have access to member data to perform legitimate duties.
Legal Basis for Data Collection
We collect data for:
· Legitimate interests: as a membership-based organisation involved in competitive sport.
· Legal compliance: particularly for financial matters.

To access additional data or make a Subject Access Request, please specify your request clearly. We will respond within 28 days.
Fees may apply only if the request is excessive, unfounded, or for multiple copies of the same data.
Special Categories of Data
Under GDPR, sensitive personal data is called special category data. We do not routinely collect this, except for:
· Disabilities (only with member consent), for the purpose of providing appropriate support during training or events.
[bookmark: Ten]You can request changes to this data at any time by contacting Simon Creasey at the above email or website.
How can you ask for data to be removed, limited, or corrected?

There are various ways in which you can limit how your data is used. 
· If you wish you could become an ‘anonymous’ member. This would involve a termination of your membership immediately. 
· You could maintain your club membership with your correct name but with limited contact details. However, we do need to have at least one method of contacting you or an emergency contact. You could for example simply maintain an up-to-date email address, but of course this would limit what we are able to provide you with in the way of written information, so you would not be able to get information regarding Rossendale Drum Majorettes in printed form or any other benefits that require a mailing address. 
· You do not need to provide us with your date of birth, but we ask that you do in the event of a medical or security emergency. 
· If you do not want your information to be public, you may choose for it to be kept private. You can change this option as often as you wish.
· You may choose not to appear on our social media platforms. 
· You may choose not to receive information emails from Rossendale Drum Majorettes (we do not send any out on behalf of other organisations or share your email address with external parties).
· Any of these options can be implemented for your club membership by contacting RDM via email at rdmajorettes@outlook.com or via our website www. rossendaledrummajorettes.co.uk.
[bookmark: Eleven]How long we keep your data for, and why?

We normally keep members’ data after they resign, or their membership terminates for up to 12 months in case they later wish to re-join, or we have any outstanding issues where we need your personal data. However, we will delete any former member’s contact details entirely upon request.
Since underlying data, like names, photographs, videos and audio clips continues to be necessary in relation to the purpose for which it was originally collected and processed, Information from events used by Rossendale Drum Majorettes will no longer be attributed to a member who does not want their data to be kept.
A member can request that we stop using marketing materials with their photographs on, but again this must be requested formally in written format via the email address provided. 
Historical lists, trophies, medals, and prize lists are required for archiving purposes and names cannot be removed from them.
Other data, such as that relating to accounting or personnel matters, is kept for the legally required period.
[bookmark: Twelve]What happens if a member dies?

We normally keep members’ information after they die. If requested by their next-of-kin to delete it, we will do so on the same basis as when requested to remove data by a former member.
[bookmark: Thirteen]Can you download your data to use it elsewhere?

Your data such as photographs, videos or audio clips can be downloaded by other members and non-members of our Rossendale Drum Majorettes social media platforms and is something member should be aware of prior to giving consent. 
We do not share personal information about our members such as contact information (name), medical conditions, medication, allergies or personal information with other members or external sources. 

GDPR Consent forms

A copy of our form can be found on the back of this policy and our membership/emergency contact information forms. 
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This policy will be reviewed on an annual basis as a minimum.
