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EQUIPMENT RENTAL AGREEMENT
 Rossendale Drum Majorettes
This Equipment Rental Agreement ("Agreement") is effective as of the date of the last signature (“Effective Date”) and is made between the Rossendale Drum Majorettes Management Committee (“Owner”) and the Member. Owner and Member are hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties”.
1. Purpose
The Owner loans equipment free of charge (where applicable) to the Member, subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.
“Equipment” refers to any item owned by the group which is used by a Member to aid their training and/or performances.
We understand that at times Members may need to take equipment home for practice, and this Agreement will remain in effect during the time the Member has possession of the equipment, until it is returned to the group for use or storage.
All song notes and related materials are the property of Rossendale Drum Majorettes and must be kept confidential
2. Term
This Agreement begins on the date the Member receives the equipment and continues in effect until the equipment is returned.
The Member must return the equipment to a committee member for inspection at each weekly training practice.

3. Payment
There is no charge to Members for using Rossendale Drum Majorettes equipment, as this is included within the weekly membership fee.
However, if the equipment is found to be damaged, misused, lost, or stolen while in the Member’s care, the Member will be charged a "like-for-like" replacement or repair fee, as determined by the Committee.
4. Equipment Care
· Equipment must be used in a careful and proper manner.
· It must not be used in any way that is inconsistent with the Owner’s instructions or manuals
5. Repairs and Alterations
· The Member will be responsible for all repair costs, including labour, materials, and parts.
· No repairs or modifications may be made without the prior written consent of the Owner.
6. Restrictions on Use
The Member shall not:
· Allow any unauthorized person to use the equipment.
· Use or allow use of the equipment in violation of any law.
· Store or use the equipment in a way likely to cause damage.
· Store or use the equipment outside the Member’s home address, except for RDM events or practices.
· Modify, tamper with, or attempt to repair the equipment.

7. Loss or Damage
· The Member must notify the Owner immediately of any damage.
· The Member is responsible for any loss, damage, or reduction in value caused to the equipment, including missing items.

8. Equipment Condition
A Condition of Equipment Checklist will be completed when the equipment is issued. The Member confirms they have examined the equipment and found it to be in good condition, except as noted in the checklist.
9. Return of Equipment
The Member must return the equipment:
· On the date agreed by both parties or upon termination of membership.
· In the same condition it was received (reasonable wear and tear accepted).
· To the agreed location or a committee member at training practice.
If the equipment is not returned on time, the Owner reserves the right to take any necessary action to regain possession.
10. Termination
This Agreement terminates upon a mutually agreed date or upon the end of the Member’s membership.
The Owner may also terminate this Agreement at any time with 24 hours’ notice to the Member.
Note: It is in both Parties’ interest to mutually agree on the return/collection of equipment to the Rossendale Drum Majorettes training venue or a committee member.

11. Ownership
· All equipment remains the sole property of Rossendale Drum Majorettes.
· The Member must notify the Owner immediately if the equipment is levied, subject to a lien, or threatened with seizure.
· The Member agrees to indemnify and hold the Owner harmless against any losses resulting from such actions.
· Equipment is always considered personal property, regardless of how or where it is used or stored.
· All song notes and materials must not be shared or distributed under any circumstances.
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This policy will be reviewed on an annual basis as a minimum.
