🌟 RDM EVENT GUIDELINES 🌟
 Rossendale Drum Majorettes – Performance Expectations

✅ Before the Event
· Check the RDM WhatsApp/Social Group for updates & times.
· Be on time to meeting points.
· If running late, inform a committee member as soon as possible.
👕 Uniform & Presentation
· Full uniform is mandatory:
· RDM Top & Coat
· Black Pants
· Black Sensible Footwear
· Black Hair Bobble
· Uniform must be clean – Dirty Uniform = No Performing
· Dress for the weather (sun hat, sunscreen, jacket, etc.).
· Hair must be neat:
· Preferred: French plait or ponytail for girls/women.
· Boys’ hair: styled neatly.
· No excessive makeup or glitter. 
· No jewellery (except watch, wedding ring, or stud earrings).
🥪 What to Bring
· Water/sports bottle
· Packed lunch-style food
 (Some events may not have food stalls. Be aware of others’ allergies!)
· Money (optional)
 For carnival rides, extra food, stalls, etc.
 (RDM not responsible for lost or stolen money.)
· Band equipment (if applicable)
 If you forget it, you cannot perform!

📵 Conduct During the Event
· Stay with the group.
Do NOT wander off. Always inform the committee if you need to leave (preferably go in pairs).
· Under-16s must be accompanied by a family member, committee member, or trainer.
· Phones OFF or on silent during performances.
· Do NOT share hairbrushes.
· Always help where you can.

· Be professional at all times.
 No messing about – We will not tolerate it.
· No swearing or foul language.
· Follow instructions from trainers & committee members.
· Follow the RDM Code of Conduct at all times.
· Report issues/problems promptly to a committee member.
· Be aware of Stranger Danger. 
· Do not share personal details.
· Do not bring valuables – RDM takes no responsibility for lost, stolen or damaged personal items.
· Respect others:
